The Character of an Intercessor

Clean Heart Principle

Create in me a pure heart, O God, and renew a steadfast spirit within me.  Ps 51:10  

· Sins - Ask the Holy Spirit if there are any hidden sins in your life. Repent and Restitute.

· Wounds - We need to be cleansed not only from our sins but also from our wounds. Offenses keep on coming. We need the light of the Holy Spirit to expose our hearts. Let Him deal with anything in life that needs changing. Beware of praying out of “wounded ness.” Thus we need to guard our hearts from sins and wounds in order to be an effective intercessor.

If our hearts are not right, we won’t be able to recognize God even when he speaks to us in an audible voice.

Loyalty

2 Chron 16:9 - For the eyes of the LORD range throughout the earth to strengthen those whose hearts are fully committed to him.

Honesty

Lev 19:35-36 - Do not use dishonest standards when measuring length, weight or quantity. Use honest scales and honest weights, an honest ephah and an honest hin. I am the LORD your God, who brought you out of Egypt. 

Prov 16:13 - Kings take pleasure in honest lips; they value a man who speaks the truth. 

Trustworthiness

Prov 11:13 - A gossip betrays a confidence, but a trustworthy man keeps a secret. 

Luke 16:10-12 - Whoever can be trusted with very little can also be trusted with much, and whoever is dishonest with very little will also be dishonest with much. 11 So if you have not been trustworthy in handling worldly wealth, who will trust you with true riches? 12 And if you have not been trustworthy with someone else's property, who will give you property of your own? 

Humility

Ps 25:9 - He guides the humble in what is right and teaches them his way

Pure in heart

Matt 5:8 - Blessed are the pure in heart, for they will see God. 

Compassionate

Col 3:12-14 - Therefore, as God's chosen people, holy and dearly loved, clothe yourselves with compassion, kindness, humility, gentleness and patience. 13 Bear with each other and forgive whatever grievances you may have against one another. Forgive as the Lord forgave you. 14 And over all these virtues put on love, which binds them all together in perfect unity. 

Ability to hear and discern God’s voice

Ps 119:125 - I am your servant; give me discernment that I may understand your statutes.

Not easily offended

Prov 19:11 - A man's wisdom gives him patience; it is to his glory to overlook an offense. 

Ps 139:23-24 - Search me, O God, and know my heart; test me and know my anxious thoughts. See if there is any offensive way in me, and lead me in the way everlasting.
